Epic Enterprises make the North Shore finals of
the Business Plan Presentations

Young Enterprise in-
volves students creat-
ing a business from
scratch and over the
course of the year cre-
ating a business plan,
raising capital and
producing and mar-
keting an innovative product. Young Enterprise is very
strong on the North Shore, with teams operating in most
North Shore schools. Northcote College has six teams
running this year, with four of the teams coming from
the Year 12 Business Studies course while two teams
operate as a co-curricular activity in their own time.

As well as developing and running their business,
teams are encouraged to compete against other school
teams in the Oral Business Plan Presentations compe-
tition. This year 45 teams participated in the competi-
tion of which nine were selected to present at the finals.

Epic Enterprises made it into the finals with their
product, the PV Stand. This product is a projection
stand to allow a video to be taken of close up work
such as drawing in Graphics, food preparation in Food
Technology or an experiment in Science. The video
image is projected onto a big screen so all the students
can clearly see the demonstration without leaving their
desks. An added advantage is the demonstration can be
recorded for later review by students who missed the les-
son or for revision. The students have created a working
prototype based on a model built by Mr Rive, Head of
Technology. Their stand can be produced at a very eco-
nomical cost, making the product a viable proposition for
schools.

Gambusia Project

The gambusia is an introduced
species of fish in New Zealand
and is considered a pest.

Past Pupil Update

Joseph Douglas Lovich (Chappie) 1917 - 2009

With approximately 350 teams
(1500 participants) this fundraising event has raised
nearly $Imillion to help overcome poverty and injustice
in some of the world’s poorest communities.

Michael
performed lifesaving CPR for 13 minutes before
ambulance officers arrived to take over the situation.

Kevin is an outstanding
athlete and among his many successes and awards he was
the Northcote College Sportsman of the Year in 2006.
