ICTPD Contract

We are in our second year of a three year Ministry of
Education Information and Communication Technol-
ogy Professional Development (ICT PD) contract. The
additional funding from this contract is allowing us to
make considerable gains in the use of ICT to support
student learning. The focus of the contract is profes-
sional learning and key goals include:

e Developing the skills of teachers to use eLearning

strategies and tools that improve student
engagement, meet the needs of diverse learners
and students at risk of not achieving and
prepare students for future learning.

¢ Developing a functional Learning Management
System (LMS) where the teachers, students, parents
and school communities can achieve greater
educational success through the increased range of
opportunities for learning, assessing, tracking and
. . . .. b .
improving an individual’s performance outside the
parameters of school.

Students and parents will perhaps have noticed increased
use of elearning strategies by classroom teachers. This
will continue to develop. Recently we applied to be part
of the National Education Network Trial which will give
the school ultra fast broadband and access to KAREN.
KAREN is the Kiwi Advanced Research and Education
Network. It is an alternative to “commodity internet” for
educational institutions. Also of interest to parents in
particular is the news that by the end of next term we
plan to have a parent portal giving parents secure on-line
access to attendance and achievement information for
their student.

As part of the ICTPD contract, 11 teaching staff and I
attended the annual learning@schools conference in Rotorua.
One of the keynote addresses was by Dr Alan November.
Dr November believes that one of the greatest challenges
we face is teaching students how to deal with the over-
whelming amount of information available to them. He
teaches a post graduate course in “critical thinking on the
web” and shared some useful information management
and research tips (including www.easywhois.com which
reveals who established or supports any website) that we
have already shared with students and staff. Alan Novem-
ber has a website www.novemberlearning.

On a related issue I am delighted to report that with the
support of the Birkenhead Licensing Trust (through the
Lion Foundation) we have now been able to install pro-
jectors into almost every teaching space at the school.
Projectors are an invaluable tool for teachers as they de-
velop the use of elearning strategies and without the con-
siderable financial support of the Birkenhead Licensing
Trust, most recently a grant of $27,000 in February this
year, the completion of this project would not have been
possible. We can not adequately express our thanks.

[ would also like to acknowledge the support of the whole
school community for the school’s annual fundraiser
the “Affair of the Heart” art exhibition. This event has

developed into something much more than a school
fundraiser. It is a wonderful community event which
benefits the school and the artists. From the tireless work
of the fabulous committee of parents and staff, to all of
those who volunteered to help, sponsor, set up, clean up,
bake, sell tickets and support in ways too numerous to
mention, and of course to those of you who bought art
or other items, thank you! Although final figures are
not available current estimates put the total raised by the
2010 exhibition at around $25,000. Put the first week-
end of March 2011 in your diary for next year.

Children’s Climate Forum
Copenhagen

Rick Zwaan (left) is a year 13 stu-
dent and one of five New Zealand
UNICEF ‘Climate Ambassadors’
picked to attend the UNICEF Chil-
dren’s Climate Forum in Copenha-
gen in December 2009.

The forum brought together 164
delegates from 44 countries, ranging from Kenya to Can-
ada. Rick was most affected by the stories from the young
people living in countries in which the climate catastro-
phe is already a reality. Our innocent peers around the
world, who create virtually no emissions yet, have to live
in flooded homes due to coastal storms, or have no access



to fresh water as it has stopped raining in their village.

Throughout the week long forum, the Climate Ambas-
sadors took part in workshops on mitigation and adap-
tion, as well as interest groups such as Political Advocacy.
Each country was linked with a local Copenhagen school
and spent a day working with them at their school. The
experience showed how different school life is in Den-
mark and how knowledgeable students are about climate
change.

Throughout the week a declaration was developed with
recommendations for world leaders which were present-
ed to the President of International Negotiations, Con-
nie Hedegaard. The young reps from New Zealand high-
lighted the need for climate change education and stated
that it “should be a mandatory part of the school curricu-
lum, providing students with the skills and knowledge to
solve these global issues.”
